We would like to call your attention to the items below:

· Time and Date: Our wedding will start promptly at 2:00pm on Saturday, May 16, 2009 at Sandy Springs Heritage, 6075 Sandy Springs Cir NE, Atlanta, Georgia 30328. We will have live music starting at 12:00pm so come early to enjoy!

· Dress Code: This is an outdoor wedding so dress in cool light fabrics because it will be hot. African or formal attire is required. Please no jeans, t-shirts, or sneakers.
· Spraying the Bride and Groom: Spraying is a traditional African event that occurs during the first dance. During this event, guests throw money on the bride and groom to show love and keep them dancing. Please bring a good amount of $1 or $5 dollar bills to spray the bride and groom. Larger bills and amounts are accepted as well but the fun part is to spray money rather than to throw out one or two large bills and stop. 
· Speaking Time for Guests: During the reception, there will be a section where guest can speak about the bride and groom so please limit your comments one minute or less.
· Dancing: Since this is an African traditional wedding, there will be a lot of dancing. It is important the guests are actively involved so don’t be shy! There will be great entertainment, good food, and plenty of alcoholic/nonalcoholic beverages so let loose and having a good time!

Directions from 285 East:
Take Exit 25 (Roswell Road).  At the traffic light turn right onto Roswell Road. Go to the second traffic light (Hammond Drive) and turn left.  At the first traffic light, turn right onto Sandy Springs Circle.
 
Directions from 285 West:
Take Exit 25 (Roswell Road).  At the traffic light turn left onto Roswell Road. Go to the second traffic light (Hammond Drive) and turn left.  At the first traffic light, turn right onto Sandy Springs Circle.
 
Directions from 400 North:
Take Exit 5B (Abernathy Road).  Take a right onto Abernathy Road.  Turn left onto Roswell Road. Turn right onto Sandy Springs Circle.
 
Directions from 400 South:
Take Exit 5 (Abernathy Road).  Take a right onto Abernathy Road.  Turn left onto Roswell Road. Turn right onto Sandy Springs Circle.

Public Transportation

The closest MARTA station is the Dunwoody Station – 1.6 miles away, where you can take either the 5 Sandy Springs or the 87 Roswell Road buses. Both will drop you off at Hilderbrand Drive and Roswell Road, which is one block east of the park. Once you get off at Hilderbrand Drive and Roswell Rd, make a left on Hilderbrand (the side where you see Rumi’s Kichen Restaurant). Make a left on Bluestone Rd and the park will be on your right.
Parking
Parking is located at 2 areas: on Bluestone Rd and on Sandy Springs Place (right across from the park).
Things to Do 
Sweet Auburn Historic District
Some of these attractions include: the Sweet Auburn district which houses the birthplace of Dr. Martin Luther King Jr.; the Martin Luther King Jr. National Historic Site; the restored King Birth Home; Ebenezer Baptist Church, where three generations of the King family preached; and the burial site of MLK Jr. and his wife, Coretta.
Shrine of the Black Madonna Cultural Center & Bookstore
This is one of the nation's largest and oldest black-owned bookstores, with locations in Detroit, Atlanta and Houston. In addition to containing one of the largest selections of books related to the Black experience, the Shrine is also home to the Karamu Art Gallery and the Black Holocaust Museum.

Georgia Aquarium

The Georgia Aquarium in Atlanta, Georgia, is the world's largest with more than eight million gallons of water and more aquatic life than any other aquarium. With something new every 90 days, you are sure to see things you've never seen before!

Atlantic Station

Atlantic station is a great district in Midtown Atlanta. It counts a number of well-known names among its tenants, including Dillard's, Banana Republic, IKEA, Old Navy, Pier 1 Imports, Gap, Jos. A. Bank Clothiers, Ann Taylor and Victoria's Secret. It is also home to a variety of fine restaurants and casual eateries offering everything from pizza to sushi to strip steaks.
